 Over the last year, we have received some complaints about the Bingo program, and 

suggestions as to what we can do to improve.  We have started monthly meetings to improve 

our overall bingo program, attract more players, encourage more volunteers, and hopefully 

increase revenues.

 We have been closely watching our ñcash flowò for some time, but, it seems that no 

matter what we do, our checking account balances continue to decrease because our Post ex-

penses continue to exceed our revenues.  In the past, we have relied on our Bingo Program, 

but our Bingo revenues were down significantly last year.  As a result, we have had to look to 

our other programs to help generate some additional revenue. 

  

 We had talked about increasing our beverage prices and postponed increases in the 

past, but we have reached the point where we need to generate some additional revenue to 

help offset our operating expenses, such as utilities, insurance, property taxes and payroll.  

Additionally, we need to build up our account balances because we are faced with costs for 

some future projects that will have to be done, such as the parking lot.   

  

 As a result, your Executive Committee and I have increased our beverage prices $.50 

across the board and eliminated ñfree soda refillsò effective the 6th of August, to help us meet 

some of our expenses.  We hope that you understand, and will continue to support the Post. 
  

 I encourage you to visit the Post during the month of August and participate in the 

many activities mentioned in this Newsletter and the enclosed calendar.  If you have some 

spare time and are looking for something to do, our existing core of volunteers needs your 

help in our many programs.  Our Volunteers of the Month were Cindy Smith and Butch Ber-

ger for making our Hospitality Room at the Department Convention a success and for all of 

their ñwalkingò for our Bingo Program.
