  COMMANDERôS CORNER.  

  July, our Nationôs birthday month, is here.  Every year, in July, we celebrate Inde-
pendence Day --- that day when the Declaration of Independence was passed by the Conti-

nental Congress in Philadelphia in 1776. 

 

When the Continental Congress met in June, 1776 there was a strong sentiment 

for separation from Great Britain.  On June 7, Richard Henry Lee, of the Virginia delega-

tion presented a resolution that the United Colonies should be free and independent States, 

and should be absolved from all allegiance to the British Crown.  John Adams of Massa-

chusetts quickly seconded the motion.  After a debate of four days, a committee was ap-

pointed to prepare a declaration to this effect, setting forth the grievances that had brought 

it all about.  The committee consisted of Thomas Jefferson, Benjamin Franklin, John Ad-

ams, Roger Sherman, and Robert B. Livingstone.  The actual writing of the Declaration is 

attributed to Thomas Jefferson; and although Jefferson made use of the phrases of others 

in his composition --- reciting grievances which were on the lips of everyone --- his liter-

ary skill and power of collecting ideas have made it one of the most incisive documents in 

the history of the world.  The Declaration of Independence was completed and presented 

to Congress on June 28; after another week of earnest debate, a few small changes were 

made, and it was accepted by Congress and signed by the President of Congress, John 

Hancock, in that full, bold signature so familiar to us all, on July 4, 1776.  (Paraphrased 

from ñThe Book of Holidaysò by J. Walker McSpadden)
