Their mission is to locate, identify and inter the un-

claimed cremains of American veterans. The MIAP has recovered the cremated remains of 32 military veterans and nine veteran wives in Louis-

ville.  These include veterans of WWI, WWII, and the Korean War. A full military funeral service will take place June 14, starting out from Louis-

ville Memorial Gardens Cemetery, 4400 Dixie Hwy, Shively. The procession will organize from 9:00 ï10:00. The procession will depart the fu-

neral home at 10:00 and proceed south on Dixie Highway (31W) to Kentucky Veterans Cemetery Central in Radcliff. The funeral service will start 

at 11:00. All veterans and civilians are encouraged to attend, wave our flag, and welcome these lost-but found veterans and to honor their memo-

ries. Our American Legion Riders will participate in the escort procession.
